For me, painting is an opening to my feelings that through paint 
and pen I can depict the complexity of my feelings and thoughts and explore more of 
myself, my feelings, and thoughts. During my university days, I focused on the stillness 
and silence of space. Spaces empty of humans, Unconscious body expression no filter، I 
loved the silence between the lines and surfaces and observed it in all my abstract and 
real paintings.
but in recent years I focus more on humans and their presence in space. These years, I 
fluctuate between expressionism and realism in my portraits. Fluctuation between human 
memory and memories with existence and presence and touch of reality. Like the 
difference between dream and reality. In this fluctuation, I search for myself along the 
lines of realism and colors and forms of expression
The sense of human existence and presence opened a new window to the world for me, 
which I addressed in my works with the help of colored grays. I kill my dreams. I portray 
my concerns and worries; painting is always my safe haven.
